Rules for 1/10 scale electric R/C car racing
1. Must be 1/10 scale

2. Rear wheel drive (four wheel drive legal only if front wheel drive is disengaged)

3. Bodies must be painted and secure or else the car will be pulled off the track

4. 17.5 turn Brushless or the Traxxas VXL motor is now legal. The Associated T4.1 and B4.1 RTR's come with a Reedy 3300KV motor which is similar to a 13.5.  We all know that the fastest motor does not win!  This is to reduce costs. 

5. If running Lipo Batteries they must be 2 cell.
6. All cars must be inspected immediately following the race or you will be disqualified

7. Reverse is NOT ALLOWED this year 
8. No tire softening compound can be used (silicone is allowed)
9. Tires must be rubber or foam

10. Electric cars only

11. No monster trucks

12. Must be a 3 person team.  Each one must drive one of the heats.

13. Must use the same car through the heats, semis, and               finals

14. Drivers can not touch the car

15. Driver of previous race must be turn marshal for the next race. Turn Marshalls MUST stay to the outside of the track until needed.  Failure to do so will result in losing all laps from the previous race.

16. All controllers must be Marked and turned in 

Promptly at the end of each race unless authorized by the race officials.

17. Binky mode is not allowed
18. Any Driver who is driving reckless and is considered unsafe will be WARNED ONCE and the SECOND TIME CAN BE PULLED OFF THE TRACK.
19. Teams may be disqualified for un-sportsman like conduct
The racing surface will be decided by the race Officials
Scoring

1. There will be three heats four minutes long, heats accumulate to qualify for semi

2. Heats will be organized and run at race officials discretion

3. Top three teams from heats go directly to final

4. Next seven teams go to semi final

5. Top four from semi final go to final

6. Lap counts restart at semi and final

7. Different driver must drive in semi and final

8. Last chance qualifier (LCQ)– after semi final-races all remaining cars will run in a six-minute heat with top car going to the semi-final.

9. Six minute semi-final

10. Ten minute final (with a 2 Tire Change)

11. Only one team member may complete the tire change.

12. Teams MUST turn in registration sheet prior to event in-order to race. No registration sheet no racing!!
13. Registration Sheet is worth 10 Laps/points

Due to changes in technology I have updated the RC Car Rules

This year each team MUST check in to each race that they are in (even if they cannot race due to a breakdown).  If they do not, the team will be disqualified and will not be allowed to run in the Last Chance Qualifier.

This year I want to try something.  Preregistration is due April 1st.  Each of you should have the RC Car change sheet.  Email that to curt.cornelius@perry.k12.ia.us
I will set the races up before the state conference and have times for each race.  Then there is no reason to not show up.  If a team is not certain if they are racing then have them sign up anyways. It is easy to scratch them later.

Also weather permitting we will have the race in the hotel parking lot.  Otherwise we will race in the Palace theatre.
